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TENTS 

Itôs that time of year again ï weddings, outdoor celebrations, reunions, etc.  The NC Fire Prevention Code 

requires tents, canopies and other membrane structures to be evaluated for fire and life safety, and a permit 

issued prior to the event.  

What is the difference between a canopy and a tent? 

Canopy ï a structure, enclosure or shelter constructed of fabric or pliable materials supported by any 

manner, except by air or the contents it protects, and is open without sidewalls or drops on 75% or more of the perimeter. 

Tent ï a structure, enclosure or shelter constructed of fabric or pliable material supported by any manner except by air or the 

contents it protects. 

Do I need a permit? 

Tents and membrane structures having an area in excess of 200 sq. ft require a permit. 

Canopies having an area in excess of 400 sq. ft. require a permit. 

How long can I keep my canopy/tent up? 

Use period ï temporary tents, air-supported, air-inflated or tensioned membrane structures and canopies shall not be erected for 

a period of more than 180 days within a 12 month period on a single premise. 

I am planning to put up a canopy/tent myself, what paperwork do I need to provide with my permit application? 

Construction Documents:  a detailed site and floor plan with an occupant load of 50 or more shall be provided.  The plan shall 

indicate details of the means of egress facilities, seating capacity, arrangement of the seating, location and type of heating and 

electric equipment, distance from lot lines and other structures. 

The tent, canopy or membrane structure shall have a permanently affixed label bearing the identification of size and fabric or 

material type. 

The tent, canopy or membrane structure shall have one of the following:  NFPA 701 decal and/or a certified affidavit to 

attest to the flam-retardant treatment. 

Who decides what the occupant load for my canopy, tent or membrane structure will be? 

The Fire Department Inspectors shall determine what the actual Occupant Load will be. 

***If you are using a Tent Rental Company, then they are responsible for seeing that the event meets the requirements of 

the North Carolina Fire Prevention Code.
