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PUBLIC WORKS NEWS

Public Works staff 1s asked from time to time about the costs of getting rid of solid waste and yard debris. This
mformation only deals with disposal costs of solid waste and yard debris. It does not include personnel costs or
equipment costs. The costs of re-cycling are not included in this article. These figures will be presented in a later
newsletter.

The tipping fees for the Town's solid waste and yard debris are increasing this year. The Town's solid waste 1s
transported to the CRSWMA transfer station near Newport. The tipping fees were $46.50 per ton for solid waste
and $27.50 per ton for yard debris. The new fees are $48.50 per ton for solid waste and $29.50 per ton for yard
debris. On the average a truckload carries about ten tons of solid waste per trip to the transfer station. The new
rate schedule will mean a truckload of solid waste will cost about $ 500.00 per trip for disposal. The Town sends
at least one, sometimes two truckloads a day, five days a week to the transfer staion. On the average the Town
will send about 7 truckloads per week or 364 loads per year for an annual cost at the new rates of about

$182,000.00.

Yard debris is packed mto forty cubic yard containers. Each cubic yard of yard debris weighs about six hundred
pounds. Therefore a forty yard container 1s carrying about 12 tons of yard debris. The disposal fee for this will be
about $330.00 per container plus a hauler's fee of $160.68 per trip for a total cost of about $491.00 per container.
The Town will ship on the average 3 containers a week for a total cost per week of about $ 1,475.00. This figures
up to be about $ 77,000.00 per year.

As you can see from these numbers that disposing of solid waste and yard debris 1s a costly operation 1n just fees
alone.

SOLID WASTE ORDINANCE CHANGLES

The new solid waste ordinances go into effect on July 1*. Bulky items, building rubbish and large amounts of tree
and or shrub trimmings will have new restrictions. Call the Public Works Department at 252-728-7166 if you
have a question. The changes are highlighted below.

Routine Collection Practices A standard means of collecting municipal solid waste, yard debris, bulky items,
recycles and/or appliances ivolving one vehicle, one driver and one or two other personnel in a reasonable
amount of time.

(D) Building Rubbish and Bulky Items. Building rubbish and bulky items shall be collected, removed and
disposed of by the builder or contractor, or in their failure, by the property owner. Building rubbish generated by
do 1t yourself projects may be handled by the Town Public Works Department provided it is a routine collection
practice. Any debris pile or bulky items not meeting these requirements shall be removed and disposed of by the
property owner at no expense to the Town of Beaufort. Failure to do so in a imely manner defined as not longer
than 72 hours after the Town contacts the property owner will be considered a public nuisance and shall be dealt
with according to the Town’s Code of Ordinances.

(O) Large tree and shrub trimmings, excessive amounts of refuse, excessive amounts of leaves and yard rakings
that cannot be handled by routine collection practices must be disposed of by the property owner at no expense
to the Town of Beaufort. Routine collection practices are limited to normal amounts of debris that can be
collected by Public Works Personnel in a reasonable amount of time without the use of additional personnel,
equipment and/or more than one trip by one vehicle to collect the debris. Debris piles that do not meet these
requirements must be removed by the property owner at their expense. Failure to do so in a timely manner
defined as not longer than 72 hours after the Town contacts the property owner shall be considered a public nuisance
and shall be dealt with according to the Town of B¢

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FIRE DEPARTMENT NEWS

Grill Fires
From 2006 to 2008, annually there were an estimated 5,700 residential grill fires in the United States
according to the US Fire Administration website.

The following are some of their findings:

» Residential grill fires result in an estimated average of 10 deaths, 100 injuries, and $37 million in
property loss each year.

Almost half (49%) of residential grill fires occur from 5 to 8 p.m.

Over half (57%) of the residential grill fires occur in the 4 months of May, June, July, and August.

32% of residential grill fires start on patios, terraces, screened-in porches, or courtyards, while an
additional 24% start on exterior balconies and unenclosed porches.

Use Barbecue Grills Safely - Use only OQutdoors!

The US Fire Admimistration offers the following safety tips:

1 Position the grill well away from siding, deck railings, and out from under eaves and overhanging
branches, and place the grill a safe distance from lawn games, play areas, and foot traffic.

1 Keep children and pets away from the grill area by declaring a 3-foot "kid-free zone" around the grill.

1 Put out several long-handled gnilling tools to give the chef plenty of clearance from heat and flames
when cooking food.

1 Periodically remove grease or fat buildup in trays below grill so 1t cannot be 1gnited by a hot grill.

Charcoal Grills

1 Purchase the proper starter fluid and store out of reach of children and away from heat sources.

1 Never add charcoal starter fluid when coals or kindling have already been ignited, and never use any
flammable or combustible liquid other than charcoal starter fluid to get the fire going.

Propane Grills

1 Check the propane cylinder hose for leaks before using it for the first time each year.
A light soap and water solution applied to the hose will reveal escaping propane
quickly by releasing bubbles.

1 If you determined your grill has a gas leak by smell or the soapy bubble test and there [—‘—%
1s no flame: ‘
Turn off the propane tank and grill. s ]

If the leak stops, get the grill serviced by a professional before using it again.
If the leak does not stop, call the fire department.

1 If you smell gas while cooking, immediately get away from the grill and call the fire department. Do not
attempt to move the grill.

1 All propane cylinders manufactured after April 2002 must have overfill protection devices (OPD).
OPDs shut off the flow of propane before capacity is reached, limiting the potential for release of
propane gas 1f the cylinder heats up. OPDs are easily identified by their triangular-shaped hand wheel.

1 Use only equipment bearing the mark of an independent testing laboratory. Follow the manufacturers'
mstructions on how to set up the grill and maintain it.

1 Never store propane cylinders in buildings or garages. If you store a gas grill inside during the winter,
disconnect the cylinder and leave it outside.

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HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS

Town Stafl met recently to discuss hurricane preparedness and procedures. Even
though each department has a plan in place Mayor Stanley and Manager Burgess
thought 1t would be good for all department heads to meet and go over the plans that
will operate & protect the Town during and after a hurricane. The Town tops off the
water tanks, arranges for extra fuel for vehicles and generators & chain saws, removes
town owned items that could be blown around, makes sure documents are protected
and ensures that town property is secured. Staff coordinates with other Emergency
Management teams such as Carteret County & FEMA. After a storm, crews are on
retainer to remove debris. RESIDENTS MAY NEED A RE-ENTRY STICKER WHICH IS
AVAILABLE AT TOWN HALL-IN ORDER TO RETURN TO THE TOWN.

Pre-planning is very important but no matter what steps you take some things will remain “unknown”.
Town residents are urged to be prepared and in the “spirit of Beaufort”, to look after your neighbor. If you
are elderly or have special needs, or know someone who would qualify for this group, you should register
with Carteret County Emergency Services. A list 1s compiled by the County based on the information you
provide. When an emergency evacuation 1s declared this mformation 1s given to the Beaufort Police
Department and based on the needs of the person they are directed by public safety officers to the proper
shelter or facility. These could include: Public Shelters, Special Needs Shelters, Long-Term Facility Shelter
or Acute Care In-Patient Shelters. CAREGIVERS MUST go with you to your evacuation site (including all
levels of shelter) and MUST be prepared to care for you the same as when at home. The Town of
Beaufort does not operate shelters but residents can go to shelters operated by the county. Shelters will be
designated at the time of the emergency. The one shelter that is designated to take pets is the Newport
Middle School. You need to make arrangements for your pet ahead of time and have a suitable crate. You
must stay with your pet in the shelter and be responsible for feeding, water, and waste disposal for your pet.
If you must relocate to a safer place, make plans to go to a friend or relative outside the projected disaster
area. Do not make a shelter your first choice. It should be your last resort....remember the time to relocate
1s before disaster strikes. CALL COUNTY EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT at 252-728-8470 for more

mmformation.

Be Prepared:

V' Keep backup copies of your personal records in electronic form both at home and ofsite. Gather important
documents 1.e. birth certificates, medical cards, msurance papers, will, and place them in a Ziploc bag, and put
them in your emergency kit. Scan digital copies of each of them and upload them to a jump drive.

v' If you can stay in your own home safely..... Make sure you have provisions for at least five days. This should
mclude enough water for every member of the houschold, including pets. Have a hand operated can opener
and a non-electric source for warming foods or hquids. DON’T USE CHARCOAL OR PROPANE
COOKERS IN THE HOUSE.

v' Have sufficient prescription drugs for 5 days.

v' Have fashlights at the ready, with back-up batteries. Have a battery powered radio. Have a basic first aid kit.
CHARGE YOUR CELL PHONE & CONSIDER A BATTERY POWERED RE-CHARGER FOR YOUR
PHONE. Anything that you can do to mitigate being uncomfortable in an emergency goes a long way to keeping
you sale and sane. Think: toilet paper, extra pair of glasses, body wipes, insect repellent, medicines, dry ice.

v' If possible, have small bills (ones, fives & tens). If there’s a power outage, the ATMs and credit card machines
will be down. Stores will run out of small bills quickly. Put the money in an envelope, and store it some place
where you won't spend it.

v’ Make sure at least one of your phones can be powered with just the phone line. In case of power outage you'll
still be able to make calls.

v’ Have a 8" party outside of your disaster area ready for your family to call to pass information on. Taking a few
simple steps can make a big difference in ensuring your safety and well-being during an emergency.
